In Ancient history, there was no difference between mathematics and the study of history, poetry or politics.
Significant contributions to the social sciences were made by Muslim scientists in the Islamic civilization during
the Middle Ages. This unity of science as descriptive remains and deductive reasoning from axioms created a
scientific framework.
The Age of Enlightenment saw a revolution within natural philosophy, changing the basic framework by which
individuals understood what was scientific. In some quarters, the accelerating trend of mathematical studies presumed
a reality independent of the observer and worked by its own rules.
